
ACT TO GIVE PALESTINIANS 
THEIR HUMAN RIGHTS

Children are Targeted 
by the Israeli Military

•	 In violation of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child, 
children as young as 12 are incarcerated in Israeli gaols 
and then shackled, subjected to torture and held in  
solitary confinement.

•	 Since 2000 over 8000 children have been arrested and held in 
detention by the Israeli military.

•	 In 2015 Ahmed Manasra aged 13 years was falsely acused 
of attempted murder by settlers who brutally beat him up 
and ran over him. He suffered severe injuries including head 
wounds and was then viciously interrogated.

•	 Despite the court admitting he had nothing to do with any 
attack Ahmed has been kept in prison often in solitary and 
subject to torture for 7 years. He is now 20 and extremely 
unwell suffering from schizophrenia and suicidal thoughts.

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BOYCOTT THESE US 
& ISRAELI PRODUCTS
Coca Cola — has been a staunch support er of Israel and 
bankrolls the American-Israeli Chamber of Commerce. In 
2009 it sponsored an award for a group that lobbied the US 
government to endorse the continuing assault on the trapped 
people of Gaza. This operation was called Operation Cast Lead 
and the Israelis killed approximately 1400 Gazans.

Hewlett-Packard — provides the Israeli Occupation Forces 
with a wide range of IT services that control the movements of 
Palestinians. Its technology is also used by the Israeli navy to 
enforce the blockade of Gaza.

Puma — is the main sponsor of the Israeli Football Association 
(IFA) which includes teams in Israel’s illegal settlements on 
occupied Palestinian land. Adidas has already heeded the 
boycott call and no longer supports the IFA.

Israeli Polished Diamonds — Israel’s largest export is polished 
diamonds. These are blood diamonds as approximately 
1 billion US dollars from the profits supports the Israeli 
Occupation Forces to enforce a brutal military occupation 
of Palestine.

Amazon — Amazon Web Services (AWS) along with Google 
signed a US $1.2 billion contract with the Israeli government 
in 2018 to provide cloud services for their military, Project 
Nimbus. This enables the Israelis to increase their surveillance 
of and unlawful data collection of Palestinians and facilitates 
expansion of Israel’s illegal settlements on Palestinian land.

Obela Homous — Obela Homous is jointly owned by Pepsico 
and the Israeli Strauss company. The Strauss company has 
provided financial support and supplies to two Israeli military 
brigades, the Givati and Golani. These brigades have been 
found to be in violation of human rights by the United Nations.

US Funds Israeli Apartheid

•	 Israel is the largest cumulative recipient of U.S foreign 
assistance since World War II.

•	 To date, the United States has provided Israel $150 billion  
in assistance and missile defense funding. At present, 
almost all U.S. bilateral aid to Israel is in the form of 
military assistance.

•	 In 2016, the U.S. and Israeli governments signed their third 
10-year Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) on military 
aid, covering 2019 to 2028. The United States pledged to 
provide $38 billion in military aid ($33 billion in Foreign 
Military Financing grant plus $5 billion in missile defense 
appropriations) to Israel.

•	 In 2022 the Biden Administration requested $3.3 billion in 
military funding for Israel and $500 million in missile 
defense aid.
